1. POWERING THE CAMERA

The packing foam must be removed prior to powering up the
camera.

The camera can be powered byeither an auxiliary power supply
or PoE+and is compliant with the IEEE802.3at standard.

The followingmaybe used:

• Power over Ethernet (PoE+) switch
• PoE+ injector/midspan
• Auxiliary power supply:

• 24VAC –Camera hasamaximum power usage of
15.8W

• 12VDC –Camera hasamaximum power usage of
9W

• 30VDC –Camera hasamaximum power usage of
10.5W

The camera should only be powered from the specified voltage.

A suitable power supply can be ordered separately (Part
numbers: High PoE Injector 75W130176 auxiliary 12VDC power
supply 110068, auxiliary 30VDC power supply 110100).
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2. CONFIGURING THE CAMERA

Configure the settings

By default, the camera uses a DHCP server.

1. Connect the camera to a PC using an Ethernet cable.
2. Navigate to the camera's default IP addressusing a web

browser and set a secure password.
If the default password is required, enter 1234.
If you cannot connect to a DHCPserver, enter the default
network settings.

Binary I/O connections
This camera has four binary input and two binary output. These
are connected using the Alarm IOconnectionson the camera.

Binary inputs
Binary inputs are operated by connecting the Input directly to
AlarmGND.

The input must be configured on the web configuration pages to
ensure correct behavior.

Binary outputs
The binary output is a solid state open collector output:

• Max load voltage: 30VDC/24VAC
• Maxcurrent carrying capacity: 700mA

The binary output is not polarity sensitive and can be configured to
be normally open or normally closed using the web configuration
pages.

3. INSTALLATION

Mounting the camera
1. Place the Installation Template on the installation surface.
2. Using the Installation Template asa guide, drill a hole in the

installation surface.
3. Rotate and remove the camera dome (3).
4. Insert the camera into the opening on installation surface.
5. Open out the fixing tabs (1).
6. Fix the camera to the installation surface by tightening the

screws (2).
7. Replace the dome (3).

4. OPERATIONS

SD Card installation
1. Remove the dome (3) from the camera by rotating it.
2. Insert the SD card into the slot.
3. Place the camera dome (3) backover the device and rotate to

lock into position.
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Reset to factory defaults
You can reset the camera settings to factory defaults using the
followingmethods:

Firmware factory restore
Click the Full Restore button on theSystem > Factory Default
page.

Hardware factory restore
There is oneReset switch (DEFAULT) (5) which is located on the
base of the camera and another Reset switch (4) located next to
the SD card slot.

1. Presseither of theReset switches (4 or 5) and hold them for
10 seconds.

The camera will revert to the default factory settings.
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
