Caution

The fixing tape and lens cap must be removed prior to powering
up the camera.

The camera is a Power Over Ethernet Plus (PoE+) powered
device compliant with the IEEE802.3at standard.

If PoE+ is not available, the camera can be powered using the
auxiliary power.

The camera can be powered by the following:

« Power over Ethernet (PoE+) switch
* PoE+injector/midspan
* Auxillary power supply
* 24V AC with a maximum power of 23 Watts

The camera should only be powered from the specified voltage.

A suitable power supply can be ordered separately (Part number:
High PoE Injector 130176).

Before you connect the camera to your network, you must
configure the camera's IPaddress and subnet mask
appropriately.

For camera dimensions, refer to the Hardware Guide.

Mounting the Camera

i 1. Connectthe Adapter block (3) to the Wall mount bracket (1)
Conﬁgure the settlngs and fix the set screw (4).

1. Connectthe camera to a PC using an Ethernet cable. 2. Drillone cable exit hole at least 50mm in diameter in the wall.

3. Pullthe cable bundle through the Adapter block and pullit out
of the other end of the Wall mount bracket.

Binary I/O connections

The BX HD/4AMP PTZ Dome Pendant Variant has one binary
input and one binary output. These are connected using the
Alarm |0 connections on the camera.

Binary input

The binary input is operated by connecting the Input directly to
GND.

* 10kQPullupinputto 3.3V
*  Normally high

The input must be configured on the Web Configuration pages to
ensure correct behavior.

Binary output
The binary output is a solid state open collector output:

* Maxload voltage: 5V AC/DC
* Maxcurrent carrying capacity: 30mA

The binary output is not polarity sensitive and is normally open.
This can be configured on the Web Configuration pages.

Micro SD Card Installation

1. Remove the 3 camera screws (6) and open the camera dome
(7).

Unscrew and remove the privacy shroud.

Insert the Micro SD card into the slot (8).

Replace the privacy shroud.

Place the camera dome (7) back over the device and tighten
the 3 camera screws (6).

Reset to factory defaults

You can reset the camera settings to factory defaults using the
Reset button:

1. Remove the 3 camera screws (6) and open the camera dome
(7).
2. Unscrew and remove the privacy shroud.

3. Pressand hold the Reset button (9) on the camera for ten
seconds.

4. Replace the privacy shroud.

5. Place the camera dome back over the device and replace the
3 camera screws (6).
