Prepare an isolated network

Connect your device and the PC you are using to configure it on
their own isolated network.

To do this, connect the device to the PC using an Ethernet cross-
over cable.

Installation using the cable bundle and fixed mount

Fit the seal (supplied) to the fixed mount.

2. Runthe cable bundle down through the fixed mount and out
through either the side or base exit holes.

3. Runthe cable bundle through the M20 Cable gland
(supplied).

4. Attach the cable bundle connector to the camera.

5. Secure the fixed mount to the camera Mount base using the
fixings provided.

6. Tightenthe M20 Cable gland and ensure a water-tight seal
around the cable bundle.

Do not use an adhesive or silicone between the camera Mount
base and the fixed mount as this may trap moisture and affect the
reliability of the product.

Reset the default factory settings

If there is a conflict with the camera's allocated IP address and
another IP address on your network you may have to reset the
camera back to the default factory settings, including all network
connection settings.

Disconnect the camera from your network.

Power off the camera for three seconds.

Power on the camera for four seconds.

Repeat step two and three for five times.
