Warning

1. POWERING UP THE CAMERA

The fixing tape and packaging materials must be removed prior to
powering up the camera.

The camera can be powered byeither an auxiliary power supply
or PoE+and is compliant with the IEEE802.3at standard.

The camera can be powered by the following:

• Power over Ethernet (PoE+) switch
• PoE+ injector/midspan
• Auxiliary power supply

• 24VAC –Camera hasamaximum power usage of
25.4W

• 30VDC –Camera hasamaximum power usage of 27W

The camera should only be powered from the specified voltage.

A suitable power supply can be ordered separately (Part
numbers: High PoE Injector 75W130176, auxiliary 30VDC
power supply 110100).

If the default password is required, enter 1234.
If you cannot connect to a DHCPserver, enter the default
network settings.

Alarm I/O connections
TheHD Ultra XPendant PTZ camera has two alarm inputs and
one alarm output. These are connected using the Alarm IO
connectionson the camera (Table 1).

Alarm inputs
Alarm inputs are operated by connecting the inputsBIO_IP1 and
BIO_IP2 directly to GND.

The input must be configured on the web configuration pages to
ensure correct behavior.

Alarm outputs
The alarm output BIO_RA1 and BIO_RA2 is a solid state open
collector output:

• Max load voltage: 30VDC/24VAC
• Maxcurrent carrying capacity: 700mA

The alarm output is not polarity sensitive. It can be configured to
be normally open or normally closed using the web configuration
pages.

3. INSTALLATION

Fixing the mount
TheHD Ultra XPendant PTZ camera can be fixed in place using a
variety of different mounting arrangements. Awall, swan-neck, or
verticalmount can be ordered separately.

Use themount base asa template or use the profile to fit it to the
mounting surface.
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Fitting the camera to the mount
1. Connect the safety lanyard (4) to themount adapter (1).

Ensure the safety lanyard is secured correctly between the
camera and mount. A falling camera may cause personal injury.

2. Run the cables through themount, and connect them to the
camera (6).

3. Secure the camera to themount using the 4 xM8 bolts (2). Do
not use an adhesive or silicone between the dome bodyand
themount adapter as thismay trapmoisture and affect the
reliability of the product.

4. OPERATIONS

Installing the SD card
1. Ensure the device is switched off.
2. Undo the 2 dome screwsand remove the dome (6).
3. Insert SD card into the slot.
4. Place the camera dome (6) backover the device and tighten

the 2 dome screws.

Ensure that the seal on the dome is fitted correctly before
tightening down the dome. A poorly fitted dome will impact the IP
rating of the camera.

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Reset factory defaults
You can reset the camera settings to factory defaults using the
followingmethods:

Firmware factory restore
Click the Full Restore button on theSystem > Factory Default
page.

Hardware factory restore
There is oneReset switch (DEFAULT) (8) which is located on the
base of the camera under the top hat (3) and another Reset
switch (7) located next to the SD card slot.

1. Presseither of theReset switches (7 or 8) and hold them for
10 seconds.

The camera will revert to the default factory settings.
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
